Chatham Borough Health Officer reported that seven (7) residents have tested
positive (August 27 — August 31) for the COVID-19 virus for a total of 348* positive
cases year-to-date and a total of 593* positive cases from the start of the
pandemic. This periods cases include residents whose ages range from 7 years of
age to eighty-eight years of age. 0 residents whose age is not available, 1 residents
11 years of age or under, 1 resident is 12 to 20 years of age and 5 residents are 21
years or above in age.
